1F | Making friends

Aims To review and practise language related to getting to
know someone

Time 15 minutes

Materials 1 handout for each student

Give each student a handout and tell them to complete

task A. For dialogue one, you may like to elicit the first couple
of lines from the class before they complete the rest on their
own. Check answers as a class, clarifying any new vocabulary
as necessary.

ANSWER KEY

(line numbers from top to bottom)
Dialogue1: H,N,A,L,D,F,G,J,B,M,KE,IC
Dialogue2: D,A,M,C,G,F,H,K,L,B,IE)J

Divide the class into pairs and tell them to read the dialogues
aloud. Circulate and monitor the students, making a note

of any general pronunciation or intonation errors to be
addressed at the end of the activity.

Tell students to fill in the first column in the chart in task B.
Make it clear that they should invent the information and not
write about themselves. Encourage them to add extra details,
e.g. ages or names of brothers/sisters, parents’jobs.

Tell the students to stand up and find a new partner. Explain
that they are both new students at the school and that they
must talk to each other, find out information and write it into
the chart. When they have finished, they should find another
partner and repeat the task.

When they have spoken to two other students, they should
sit down in their original pairs and tell their partner what they
found out.

As an optional extension task, students write two short
paragraphs about the people they spoke to.



A Put the dialogues into the correct order.

Communication

- start and continue a conversation

Friendfinders

Target language: start and continue a conversation

Activity type: mingle

When to use: Use this activity after Unit 5 Communication.

Time taken: 30 minutes

Preparation: Photocopy one worksheet for each student in the class.

Procedure

Put students into pairs and give each student a worksheet. Ask them to work together

and prepare some questions for each category. Elicit one or two for the first section as
examples, e.g. What do you do? Where do you work? Monitor and correct where necessary.
Explain to students that they are going to go to a Friendfinders night where they meet

lots of different people and find friends. Divide the class into two groups, A and B. Ask a
Student A to work with a Student B and have a conversation for three minutes, using some
of the questions on their worksheets. When the three minutes finishes, ask all Student As
to move to a new partner and have a conversation for three minutes. This continues for as
long as you feel appropriate. Students should speak to at least four different people.

As an alternative, students could create new characters or become famous people instead
of talking about themselves.

Ask students to return to their original partners who they prepared their questions with.
Ask them to tell each other some of the information they learnt. Finally, elicit one or two
items of interesting information from students in open class.

Possible questions
1 What do you do? Where do you work? Do you work in an office?

2 Do you do any sports? Where do you play football? What do you do at the weekend?
Do you like films?

Do you like cake? What’s your favourite restaurant? Do you make dinner?
Where do you live? What’s your favourite place? When do you go there?
What music do you like? What’s your favourite song? Who’s your favourite singer?
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Do you have a sister? Where does your family live? Do you have dinner with your family?
