Aims To review and practise useful phrases for ordering food in
a café. To engage students in a role-play situation.

Time 10-15 minutes
Materials 1 handout for each student

¢ Give each student a handout and tell them to complete
task A. Check answers as a class.

ANSWER KEY

Chicken, mushroom, stir fry, pie, chips, Salmon, sandwiches,

¢ Divide the class into pairs and tell them to discuss whether
they like the food and drinks on the menu.

¢ Fortask C, allow students time in pairs to prepare and
practise their own dialogues. Circulate and ensure students
are using the target phrases accurately.
