We can show possession with an apostrophe + s, or we 
can use the possessive adjectives.

We use possessive adjectives with nouns.

These are my books.

These are your books.

These are his/her/its books.

These are our books.

These are your books.

These are their books.

The possessive adjective is the same for singular and 
plural nouns.
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Possessive pronouns

This is John’s book. > It’s his.

This is Sarah’s car. > It’s hers.

This is your book. > It’s yours.

This is Peter and Stephen’s cat. > It’s theirs.

A possessive pronoun takes the place of the noun.

We can use possessive pronouns when we don’t need to 
mention the thing that we possess.

This is my and Cheryl’s cat. > It’s ours.
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Possessive pronouns
